Seniors: FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) – It is time to apply for financial aid at www.fafsa.ed.gov.  Don’t procrastinate!  Apply early.  See your counselor if you have questions.  Also, if you are applying to California colleges or universities, remember to submit your GPA Verification Form to House C before the March 2nd deadline.  Those seniors who submitted forms by December 17th have already been submitted to the Cal Grant Office for consideration.
For Seniors:

Mid-Year Transcripts: Order them via Docufide once you have finished your fall semester finals.  Docufide will send your transcripts for you once your fall semester grades are finalized.
	SENIORS:    IF YOU APPLIED TO COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES THAT REQUIRE MID-YEAR TRANSCRIPTS, REMEMBER THAT FINALS WEEK (FEB. 1 - 3) IS THE TIME TO GO TO DOCUFIDE AND ORDER YOUR TRANSCRIPTS.  KEEP IN MIND THAT COMMON APPLICATION SCHOOLS NEED ONLY ONE TRANSCRIPT SENT TO COMMON APP VIA DOCUFIDE. THOSE SCHOOLS NOT ON COMMON APP MUST RECEIVE INDIVIDUAL TRANSCRIPTS.  FOR YOUR INFORMATION, BHHS WILL RELEASE THOSE MID-YEAR TRANSCRIPTS THE WEEK OF FEBRUARY 14TH.
