All 11th Graders will participate in the field test this coming Monday, March 24 - Friday,
March 28, 2014. All Grade 11 students with last names starting with A-L will test during Periods 2 & 3. All Grade 11 students
with last names that start with M-Z will test during Periods 4 & 5. The location of the computer lab you will report to for
testing will be posted outside of House B and the Library, or with the House Assistants, the Principal’s Office, and the
Attendance Office starting Monday, March 17.

Look for a JupiterGrades email from Dr. Zurbano about how to better prepare for the field test by doing simulated tests for
training and practice! You should be hearing about this in your classes with your teachers.
